1 Fat Quarter of green batik for binding

{ G S LMake® copies of the flower leaf pattern. Referring to the diagram below, create a total of 6 leaf sec-
tions; 3 leaves will angle to the left and 3 leaves will angle to the right. (next page)

{ S LXutood a1.25x0 green stem. Sew a leaf section to each long side of the stem as detailed in the
diagram below. Remove the paper backing from the leaves. Trim the stem so itQ even with the leaf sections.
Make three leaf sections.

{ G S Iskwr @& 0 P phite rectangle to the left side of a3.5x 0 ® Hyas§ cut flower head as detailed in the
diagram below. Next, sew a 2.75 x3.5€ white rectangle to the right side of the fussy cut flower head. Make
three flower head units.

After making two leaves, join the two leaves using a M @ Hwd€ stem in bright
green. Trim the stem so itQ even with the top of the stem pieces to make one
plant stem/leaf pattern. Make three stem/leaf units.

{ G S Llayd@ the Spring Chicken and the three flower blocks as detailed below. Sew all four blocks together
and press seams open.

{ i S LJ Attach §ellow rectangles to the top and to the bottom of the Spring Chicken unit. Press seams toward
yellow print fabric. Next, attach yellow rectangles to the left and to the right of the Spring Chicken unit. Press
seams toward yellow print fabric.

{ G S Ldlayarnh¥ backing fabric, batting and pieced top. Quilt using your favorite technique.

{ i S LBewrtheX2.25 inch binding strips together and attach to the Spring Chicken using your favorite binding
technique.
